PURPOSE:

1. The general purpose of each FacilitiesStandard is to provide minimal criteria for construction
materials at University facilities regarding code compliance, warranty, approved products,
execution,and uniformity.

2. To protect the health and safety of patients, visitors, students, faculty, and staff, in addition to
protecting non-project UAB property, all construction must be in accordance with NFPA 241
safeguarding construction, alteration, and demolition operations; applicable International
BuildingCode regardingsite work, demolition,and construction;NFPA 101 Life Safety Code.

3. Constructionsafety is the responsibilityof the contractorin accordancewith the regulationsand
codes of the agency havingjurisdiction,and accordingto the guidelinesadapted by OSHA.

4. The Hospital Cubicle Curtain Facilities Standard establishes a series of guidelines for
specifying this particular item on any construction project at the University. This Facilities
Standard is not to be regarded as a specification.

GENERAL:

1. A minimum of 18" at the top of cubicle curtains shall be %" inherently flame resistant mesh,
either securelysewn to the curtainfabric, or woven as an integralpart of the curtain.

2. Cubicle curtains and mesh shall have passed the requirementsfor the National Fire Protection
Code No. 701.

3. A flame-resistantcertificationlabel shall be permanentlyaffixed to each panel.

4. Spare cubiclecurtainsshall be providedaccordingto the needs of each installation.

5. Warranty: One (1) year from date of SubstantialCompletion.
